I’m a nomad this year.  If you need to speak to me, check these locations in the following order:  Room 74; Performing Arts Center, Cafeteria, room 55.  If I’m not in any of those places, I’m probably gone.

Welcome to Musical Theater 1!  This exciting class will introduce you to the world of Broadway.  We will be working on many projects throughout the year.  First semester will be mostly training in the three areas of Musical Theater:  Acting, Dancing, and Singing.  Since these three disciplines are covered exclusively in other classes at Leigh, we will be concentrating on the individual performer incorporating all three into one performance and “selling the song.”  The Fall semester final will consist of a standard Musical Theater Audition, including a monologue, a 32 bar song excerpt, a dance audition, and a complete resume.  Spring Semester will concentrate on group performance and how to blend with other actors into a cohesive whole.

Text and Materials:  We will be using multiple musicals throughout the year (from my classroom collection, the school library, and your own research) as well as The Stage And The School.  You are responsible for all materials checked out of the library, the bookroom, or from my bookshelves.  Please treat all classroom material kindly.  I have a fairly extensive collection of digital sheet music, but if you want to perform a song that I don’t have, you will have to obtain the music from any local music store or the internet.  You will NEVER be allowed to sing to a song that has professional vocals recorded on it, so if you passionately love “Defying Gravity” you better buy the karaoke now!  Karaoke tracks are always allowed, although they tend to be harder to follow, as a good pianist will adapt to your style.
Classroom Donations:

Leigh is fortunate that the generous donations of our parents and community allow us to maintain our programs. We ask parents to make donations to help support various classes, activities, and programs. Each teacher, advisor, or coach asking for a donation has added a donation letter (below) explaining how donations will be used and a suggested amount per student. If making a donation would cause a hardship to your family, the Leigh Drama Department will cover the cost. All donations are welcome. No donation is ever too small or too large. You may also donate additional amounts to help those families that may not be able to cover the suggested amount.

Course Donations/Costs:

Each parent of a Performing Arts student will be soon contacted by PAPA (Performing Arts Parent’s Association) asking for a suggested $50 donation to support the costs associated with the play production in this class.  Students will also be required to find various costume and properties throughout the year.  I have a large stock in my classroom, but if what I have does not fit the scene students have chosen, they will be responsible for begging, borrowing, or buying the appropriate materials.  Any families who require financial assistance need only email Mr. Ringsted and their all of their student’s costs will be fully covered.
Expectations:

Collaboration: Theatre is the most collaborative of all art forms. Our class is an artistic community, dependent on the participation and enthusiasm of each member for the success of the whole.  Constructive criticism is welcome, negativity is not.
Dress Code: Comfortable, dance appropriate clothing should be worn at all times. No revealing or assaulting clothing is permitted. We also will be moving every day; please wear closed toed shoes to class.  Musical Theater is very physically demanding, and violating the dress code could lead to injury in class.  Although not required, Jazz or Modern Dance shoes will make the class substantially easier during the various dance units.  Be wise in your clothing choices; you will NOT have time to change during class and you will be leaping, rolling around on the hard tile floor, bouncing, tumbling, and sweating profusely.  
Outside Work: Though there is time set aside in class to work on your material, you must work on your text outside of class in order to be completely successful in this course.  Multiple outside of class rehearsals are also planned for the year (see performance contract).  Other rehearsals may be added as needed.
Required Materials:  

Assignments will often be given over one month in advance.  Students should therefor bring a planner or calendar to class every day to keep track of long term performance projects.
CLASSROOM RULES

· Respect and be sensitive to the ideas, opinions and property of others.
· Do not use profanity, name calling, or physical abuse.

· Report to class with all required materials before the tardy bell rings, and wait to be dismissed by the teacher before leaving. Never leave class without a pass.

· Follow all Leigh school rules and expectations including dress code.

· Do not write on desks or deface school property.

· Do not consume food or drink during class. Water is acceptable. Chewing gum in class will result in a detention.

· Cell phones and music players (iPods, etc.) should be neither seen nor heard.  Abuse of this policy may result in having your electronics confiscated and turned in to the office. Confiscated items may not be picked up until the next school day—even if the next day is Monday.

· Accept assignments without complaints, INCLUDING PHYSICAL WARM UP/CONDITIONING
· Clean your desk and workspace before leaving.

· Meet all deadlines.

· Personal grooming (brushing hair, applying makeup, etc…) is not allowed in class.

Grading Policy:

Grades will be based on your performance in these categories:

· 40% Performances In Class (including the rehearsal process)

· 25% Daily Participation (including participation in dance warm ups/ “Dressing Out” appropriately)
· 20% Production Critiques, Character Write Ups, Homework

· 10% Quizzes and Tests (mostly vocabulary based)
· 5% Lab By Arrangement Hours (LBA hours).  10 Total Required per semester
As Woody Allen said, "Eighty percent of success is showing up.”  Although it’s slightly less in my scale, students must attend class in order to succeed.  In the workplace, an unexcused absence can send a worker to the unemployment line.  In my class, each Truant (“cut”) will lower a student’s final participation grade by 1%.  Students will also receive a ½ hour detention for each truant received (these will be served either before or after school at teacher discretion.).   

Leigh High School enforces the unexcused tardy (late) policy when students are not seated in class, ready to learn when the tardy bell rings. A tardy student forfeits the right to turn in work or quizzes taken before s/he enters class. For each tardy, students will be assigned one ½ hour detention.  Please don’t waste class time by coming in late.
Final Grades by Points

A traditional grading scale is used to assign final grades as follows: 

A+ = 99-100, A = 94-98.9, A- = 90-93.9,  B+ = 88- 89.9,  B= 84 – 87.9, B- = 80- 83.9;  

C+ = 78-79.9,  C = 74 - 77.9, C- = 70 – 73.9, D+ = 68- 69.9,  D= 64 – 67.9, D- = 60- 63.9,

F=59.9% or below
Grades are posted on SchoolLoop. Leigh mails home progress reports at the end of every grading period and final grades for courses at the end of the fall and spring semesters. CUHSD sends new users a logon name and password for Aeries. For help on how to use or register for Aeries or SchoolLoop, go to Leigh’s web site at: www.leigh.cuhsd.org. 

Make-up Work/Excused Absences:

Excused absences will not affect a student’s grade, but the STUDENT IS RESPONSIBLE for finding the homework from a friend (or checking Schooloop, or asking me during my tutorial period, or checking the in class homework notebook) and completing all assignments and turning them in within 2 school days of their absence.  Extended and unexcused absences will be dealt with on a case by case basis.  Parents, if your son or daughter is sick, please call them in that day to avoid a truant.

Most of our assignments are performance based in this class.  As such, it is very difficult to make up missed work.  If a student is going to be absent on a performance day, I expect either the student or their parent to call or email me (as well as the attendance office) before 8:00 a.m. on the day of the student's absence so that I can alert my class to the change in performance scheduling.  Student who do not give this courtesy will be required to perform either before or after school at teacher convenience.  

Cheating/plagiarism of any kind is NOT tolerated at Leigh High School. Examples include, but are not limited to copying or allowing another student to copy any assignment or exam; giving, receiving, or acquiring test information; or taking direct quotes or ideas from another source and claiming them as your own.  Students will receive a zero on any plagiarized or falsified assignment and be referred to the dean for disciplinary action. See your Student/Parent Handbook for a detailed copy of Leigh’s Academic Integrity Policy.

Homework:

Students must write two critiques per semester. One critique MUST be on one of the many Leigh High School plays or showcases produced during that semester and the other critique must be on a show produced by a professional company, community theatre, or college. Shows produced by a children’s theatre, other high school, or a church are not acceptable. Critiques are assessed for their content and articulation. Students are given an outline which describes what to look for while they watch and how to turn their notes into a critique.  If a student is participating in all of the Leigh Productions, they may critique any other high school or professional production.  Students may NOT critique any production without a plot or acting (band concert, choir performance, non-storytelling dance concerts, ect.).  Students may receive up to a 2% grade increase for each extra critique written.  I highly suggest you write your critique the day after you see the performance, as it will be fresh in your mind and MUCH easier to write.
NOTE: The instructor is available to help students find cost effective ways to see plays and musicals.

Work loses a potential grade every day the work is late. (A work submitted 1 day late = B work)

Homework is posted on SchoolLoop. Students are expected to do assigned homework every day and see their teachers during Tutorial to ask any questions. Technical difficulties (broken computer or printer, no ink, software compatibility) are not a valid excuse for missing a deadline. Field Trips / Volunteers needed



Our class will be going on multiple field trips throughout the year thanks to a generous grant from Xilinx technologies.  I need 5 adult chaperons for each trip (and 5 drivers for each tour stop). If you are interested in chaperoning these trips, please check the boxes on the parent page at the end of the syllabus.  Field Trip chaperons will have to arrive at 9:50 a.m and would return to Leigh around 2:30.  Concessions and ticket workers arrive at 6:15 p.m the night of the show and work until intermission (usually around 8:30).  Tour drivers generally arrive at Noon and return to Leigh by 2:30 p.m.  Thank you for giving us your time and support.
What’s with this LBA hours thing?


LBA (Lab By Arrangement) hours are required hours every Performing arts student works in service to the department.  You can earn your 10 required hours by ushering plays/choir or band concerts (1 hour), working the concessions table at the same (2 hours), attending optional Strike periods for Leigh Plays (3 hours), helping at fundraisers like the Crab Feed or the Haunted House (LOTS ‘O HOURS),  or by attending Saturday Department work days.  If you are involved in a play outside of class (either fall play or spring musical) as either an actor or Technician, this requirement is waived (yes, that means that you get an automatic A on 5% of your grade)

What’s the point?


A Theater department is a large living organism (and a temperamental one at that) that requires every part to work in conjunction with every other part.  These hours will show you the production side of the department, onstage, backstage, and in the lobby. Remember that ALL performing arts students are required to complete these hours, so Band students can work Drama shows and Drama students can help at Choir or Band events.  The best part:  whenever you work one of our shows, you get your time AND free admission.  Remember, the Usher sign up sheet generally goes up on the Call Board the Monday of Hell week, so sign up quickly!

Artists:  If you submit an original program or poster art piece for one of our shows (either hand drawn or photoshoped) and it is selected, you will receive 5 LBA hours automatically!  We need art for Our Town, DramaFest, the Winter and Spring Showcases, and the Spring Musical, so start drawing!

Guess What?  You can earn up to 5% EXTRA CREDIT to your final semester grade just for completing extra LBA hours.  The more experience you get in play production, the more credit you receive (that means that if you work 10 hours and get into a school play, you just earned an A+ on 10% of your grade and an extra 5% for the extra experience!)
Need Help? 

 As part of my Drama 3 student’s directing training, each student has selected one day/week to be available to assist drama 1 students with their projects (Either A/B days or M-F).  Any time you would like a student director to watch your projects and help you perfect them (or just to provide some direction!) you can request an appointment with a Director.  See Mr. Ringsted to set up an appointment anytime you need help!

A note from Mr. Ringsted:  This syllabus is long and I know it, but if you’ve skimmed everything else, PLEASE READ THIS:


Our theater department at Leigh has grown over the years into a vibrant, powerful elective department that produces over 5 productions per year.  This is not a one man show, and the department will fail without your help.  If everyone does their part, then no one person has to carry this program with only me to guide them.  Below I am including descriptions of the parent positions I need this year.  Please mark on the parent page any and all positions you’d be willing to fill (don’t worry, marking 10 things doesn’t mean I’ll ask you to DO all of them; I try to balance parent workload and depend on students as much as possible).  If you want to work a show, I will try to place you on a show your child is NOT performing in, so you do not miss their performance.  If you would LIKE to work a show your child is in, please write “perform” next to your choice on the parent page. 

Year Long Positions: If multiple people volunteer, I will split position by semesters

Volunteer Coordinator:  This is the MOST important and needed position I have for a parent to fill.  This person is responsible for making sure all parent volunteers actually get to the position they volunteered for.  This involves keeping the master volunteer list, as well as calling/emailing parents to remind them of their commitment.  My volunteer coordinator is the organizational head of all our Theater parents and performs a vital role in the continuing success of this department.  There is a decent time commitment, as you will find some people need more “encouragement” (or “nagging”) than others, but you will never be asked to physically chaperone anything at the school if you don’t wish to.

Concessions Manager:  Keeps track of all concessions volunteers for each show and organizes the layout for the concessions table for each show.  This involves delegating the pickup of gift cards and product from local stores as well as the purchasing of concessions/organizing of food donations for each show.  About 20% of our funding comes from these concessions tables, so this is another vital role.
Show Run Positions (last for 2-4 months as time allows)

Set Building:  Supervise and assist students in basic carpentry 1 day/week.  The students will be trained by me on HOW to build.  I mostly need adult supervisors and troubleshooters (hours:  2:30-5:30)

Run Daytime Errands:  Such as going to Safeway to pick up food for the concessions table, buying replacement tools at Home Depot, or other stuff not possible when we’re in production (and I’m physically at school many days from 8 a.m.-10 p.m.)
Thrift Store Purchasing:  For costumes purposes for each show.  Mainly needed for Fall Play.

Costume Sewing/Measuring:  Mainly needed for Fall Play.

Lobby Display/ “case” display:  Need a parent to organize student workers to create visual collages representing the plays the week before the show to attract student patronage.

Advertising:  Anyone who has ideas on how to get the word out without a budget; we’ll make a great play, but I need someone to help get people to come see it!

Show specific positions (last for one show night)

Parent workers need to arrive at 6:15 (45 minutes before curtain). Ticket Sales can leave at 7:30, while Backstage Parent Supervisors and Concessions workers must stay until the end of show (~9:00 p.m.)
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Performance Contract 

Drama 2-4 is a performance based class.  These outside of class performances are vital to the learning process and each student's grade.  I have included a list of rehearsal and performance dates below.  Every student is expected to clear their schedules for these dates.  If a student misses a rehearsal for any reason besides severe illness (with a doctor's note excusing them), they will lose 2% from their semester grade.  A missed performance will result in a 20% grade reduction.

SCHOOL-RELATED TRIPS

Transportation by Private Vehicle

Before transporting students on a field trip or activity, drivers shall register with the district.  Drivers shall receive safety and emergency instructions that shall be kept in their car.  All student passengers shall provide permission slips signed by their parent/guardians.

Drivers shall be required to possess a valid California drivers license and liability insurance of at least $100,000 per occurrence.

Owners, drivers and passengers shall be informed that the registered owner and his/her insurance company are responsible for any accidents which may occur.  District personnel who frequently transport students in their private vehicles are urged to carry liability insurance of $300,000 or more per occurrence.  

All drivers and passengers shall wear seatbelts in accordance with law.  (Vehicle Code 27315)

Trucks and pickups may not transport more persons than can safely sit in the passenger compartment.

The number of passengers, including the driver, shall not exceed the capacity for which the vehicle was designed and should not in any case exceed ten.  (Education Code 39830)
